The aim of writing a summary is precision, which means you must convey exactly what
the author wanted to convey, but in fewer words, students are sometimes surprised to learn that
it is easier to be both accurate and brief if the main ideas are entirely rephrased, except for any
irreplaceable key words or technical terms necessary for precision. Trying to patch together
pieces of the original is difficult and rarely results in a clear summary. To do the job
effectively, you will need to substitute words for phrases, phrases for sentences and general
statements for lists of details.

Such rephrasing demands a wide vocabulary and the ability to choose the most appropriate
words for conveying what the author intended. This is one reagon why it is so important to read
widely and become acquainted with words as they are actually used. Learning words in contest
not only adds to the number of words known, it is also the best way to become aware of subtle
differences in near-synonymous. The search for appropriate language develops an appreciation
of shades of meaning. By demanding a precise use of words, therefore, the habit of
summarizing encourages further vocabulary growth.

A good summary never misrepresents an author by making him say something he did not
intend to say, connecting his ideas inaccurately or changing his emphasis. Neither does it add
information of conclusions not in the original. In making research notes it is very important to
distinguish clearly between your summary of the author's ideas and your personal comments on
the ideas; the difference must be clear in the talk or essay based on these notes too.

For most summaries, it is best to begin with the usual previewing and a rapid reading for
general comprehension. The close reading which follows can be broken into manageable parts
by pausing after each paragraph or group of related paragraphs to phrase the main ideas
mentally. At the end of a section, the ideas can often be unified in a more general statement.
One advantage of these pauses is that vou are continually testing and improving vour
comprehension. For research notes, pausing also encourages you to check the relevance of the
information of your purpose before you go to the trouble of recording it.

Having already established what the main ideas are and how they can be condensed, you
can concentrate at the writing stage on choosing accurate words to link the ideas together,
Transition words, such as because, however .although and also indicate how ideas are related
and contribute to a smooth style.

While hackers with motives make headlines, they represent less than 209 of all network
security breaches. More common are instances of authorized users aceidentally winding up
where they should not be and inadvertently deleting or changing data. However, the Internet
introduces another concern: some Internet surfers are bound to go where they have no business
and, in so doing, threaten to delete data which they should not have access to.

Before picking a firewall, companies need to adopt secunity policies. A security policy states
who or what is allowed to connect to whom or what. You can group all users by department or
classification. The better firewall products let you drag and drop groups in a graphical user
interface (GUI) environment to define network security easily.

Two methods are most often used together to establish an Internet firewall. They are
application and circuit gateways, as well as packet filtering. With application and circuit
gateways, all packets are addressed to a user-level application on a gate-way that relays packets
between two points. With most application gateways, additional packet-filter machines are
required to control and screen traffic between the gateway and the networks. A typical
configuration includes two routers with a bastion host that serves as the application gateway
sitting between them.

A drawback to application and circuit gateways is that they slow network performance. This
is because each packet must be copied and processed at least twice by all the communication
layers. Packet-filter gateways, which act as routers between two nets, are less secure than
application gateways but more efficient. They are transparent to many protocols and
applications, and they require no changes in client applications, no specific application

management or installation, and no extra hardware.
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Using a single, unified packet-filter engine, all net traffic is processed and then forwarded or
blocked from a single point of control. However, most packet filters are stateless, understand
only low-level protocols, and are difficult to configure and verity. In addition, they lack audit
mechanisms. Some packet filters are implemented inside routers, limiting computing power
and filtering capabilities. Others are implemented as software packages that filter the packets in
application-layer processes, an inefficient approach that requires multiple data copies,
expensive delays and context switches and delivers lower throughput.

So what’s a network administrator to do? Some vendors are developing firewalls that
overcome many of these problems and combine the advantages of application gateways and
packet filtering. These efficient, protocol-independent, secure firewall engines are capable of
application-level security, user authentication, unified support, and handling of all protocols,
auditing and altering. They are transparent to users and to system setup, and include a GUI for

simple and flexible system management and configuration.
